Third Grade Strings Class!

What is Third Grade Strings Class?
In Third Grade Strings Class, your son or daughter will receive a standards based music education on a string 
instrument.  In third grade, students can choose between the violin, viola, or cello (or Recorder Class).  Students 
that play a string instrument in third grade may have the opportunity to switch to the string bass in fourth grade if 
they’d like.  String Class will prepare students to participate in the Manhattan Beach Middle School Orchestra 
Program in the future.

Who should play a string instrument?
Choosing a music class is an exciting and important part of your son or daughter’s education in the MBUSD!  When 
your son or daughter picks an instrument, the most important thing to consider is the sound of the instrument.  
Students will be spending a lot of time playing their instrument during school and practicing at home.  If a student 
likes the sound of the instrument, playing and practicing will be an enjoyable experience!  The elementary music 
teachers will briefly introduce the instrument options to students during the first weeks of school so they will be 
familiar with their choices. However, parents play an important roll in the education of their children.  Please talk 
over the music class options with your son or daughter.   

Rental Night!!!
Rental night is a special night for students that have chosen to play a string instrument.  It is an exciting 
opportunity to meet with local music vendors and pick out an instrument and class supplies for your son or 
daughter to use during music class.  This year, Rental Night will take place on Wednesday, September 16 at 
Manhattan Beach Middle School in the Multipurpose Room .  In order to be sure that the lines do not get too 
long and the room does not get too crowded, families from each school has been assigned a time to attend.  If you 
cannot attend your assigned time, feel free to come during a di! erent time slot.  There will be a brief 15 minute 
informational meeting regarding the string program and an introduction of each of the music teachers at the 
beginning of each time slot.  See below for your assigned time slot:

Grand View, Meadows, and Robinson-  5:00 PM
Pacific and Pennekamp- 6:30 PM
